If you would like to suggest the music, please make four choices and
the Music Director will place the songs where the hymns fit the
liturgy. List them on the front of the “yellow pull-out sheet” labeled
“Sacred Music Selections.” Number them in order of preference
(#1 being your first choice; #4 being your last choice). There is no
guarantee that all hymns will be incorporated into the Sacred Mass.

If you are creating a program, please consult the Music Minister for
proper placement of the hymns.

The Church recommends that songs chosen for a funeral reflect our
belief in the paschal mystery and offer comfort and hope to our
grieving families.

Please be advised:
— Hymns with alleluia in the text should not be used during Lent

(marked with an *).
— Songs about Mary should not be used during Communion.

You MUST contact the Music Minister prior to the funeral if you will
be engaging additional musicians/cantors. Additional musicians/
cantors are to be compensated separately.

Gospel-19) A reading from the Holy Gospel according to John
(John 19:17-18, 25-30)

Jesus carrying the cross himself, went out to what is called
the Place of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgotha. There they crucified him,
and with him two others, one on either side, with Jesus in the
middle.

Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his
mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary of Magdala.
When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple there whom he loved,
he said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son.” Then he said to
the disciple, “Behold, your mother.” And from that hour the disciple
took her into his home.

After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order
that the scripture might be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I thirst.” There was
a vessel filled with common wine. So they put a sponge soaked in
wine on a sprig of hyssop and put it up to his mouth. When Jesus
had taken the wine, he said, “It is finished.” And bowing his head, he
handed over the spirit.

(John 14:1-6)

Jesus said to his disciples:

“Do not let your hearts be troubled. You have faith in God,;
have faith also in me. In my Father’s house there are many dwelling
places. If there were not, would | have told you that | am going to
prepare a place for you? And if | go and prepare a place for you, |
will come back again and take you to myself, so that where | am you
also may be. Where | am going you know the way.” Thomas said to
him, “Master, we do not know where you are going; how can we
know the way?”

Jesus said to him, “l am the way and the truth and the life.
No one comes to the Father except through me.”

Furst Readings

(From the Old Testament)

OldT-1) A reading from the Book of Maccabees
(2 Maccabees 12:43-46)

Judas (the ruler of Israel) then took up a collection among all
his soldiers, amounting to two thousand silver drachmas, which he
sent to Jerusalem provide for an expiatory sacrifice. In doing this he
acted in a very excellent and noble way, inasmuch as he had the
resurrection of the dead in view; for if he were not expecting the
fallen to rise again, it would have been useless and foolish to pray
for them in death. But if he did this with a view to the splendid
reward that awaits those who had gone to rest in godliness, it was a
holy and pious thought. Thus he made atonement for the dead that
they might be freed from this sin.

(John 12:23-28)

amen, | say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls to the ground and
dies, it remains just a grain of wheat; but if it dies, it produces much
fruit. Whoever loves his life loses it, and whoever hates his life in
this world will preserve it for eternal life. Whoever serves me must
follow me, and where | am, there also will my servant be. The father
will honor whoever serves me.

“I'am troubled now. Yet what should | say? ‘Father, save me from
this hour?’ But it was for this purpose that | came to this hour.
Father, glorify your name.” Then, a voice came from heaven,
“I'have glorified it and will glorify it again.”

When Mary came to where Jesus was and saw him, she fell
at his feel and said to him, “Lord, if you had been here, my brother
would not have died.” When Jesus saw her weeping and the Jews
who had come with her weeping, he became perturbed and deeply
troubled, and said, “Where have you laid him?” They said to him,
“Sir, come and see.” And Jesus wept. So the Jews said, “See how he
loved him.” But some of them said, “Could not the one who opened
the eyes of the blind man have done something so that this man
would not have died?”

So Jesus, perturbed again, came to the tomb. It was a cave,
and a stone lay across it. Jesus said, “Take away the stone.” Martha,
the dead man’s sister, said to him, “Lord, by now there will be a
stench; he has been dead for four days.” Jesus said to her, “Did | not
tell you that if you believe you will see the glory of God?” So they
took away the stone. And Jesus raised his eyes and said, “Father, |
thank you for hearing me. | know that you always hear me; but be-
cause of the crowd here | have said this, that they may believe that
you sent me.” And when he had said this, he cried out in a loud
voice, “Lazarus, come out!” The dead man came out, tied hand and
foot with burial bands, and his face was wrapped in a cloth. So Jesus
said to them, “Untie him and let him go.”

Now many of the Jews who had come to Mary and seen what
he had done began to believe in him.

In crushing misfortune be
patient. For in fire gold is tested, and worthy men in the crucible of
humiliation.

Amen, amen, | say
to you, the hour is coming and is now here when the dead will hear
the voice of the Son of God, and those who hear will live. For just as
the Father has life in him self, so also he gave to his Son the
possession of life in himself. And he gave him power to exercise
judgment, because he is the Son of Man. Do not be amazed at this,
because the hour is coming in which all who are in the tombs will
hear his voice and will come out, those who have done good deeds
to the resurrection of life, but those who have done wicked deeds to
the resurrection of condemnation.”

(John 6:37-40)

Jesus said to the crowd:

“Everything that the Father gives me will come to me, and | will not
reject anyone who comes to me, because | came down from heaven
not to do my own will but the will of the one who sent me. And this
is the will of the one who sent me, that | should not lose anything of
what he gave me, but that | should raise it on the last day. For this is
the will of my Father, that everyone who sees the Son and believes
in him may have eternal life, and | shall raise him on the last day.”

The Gospel of the Lord
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Gospel-10) A reading from the Holy Gospel according to Luke

(Luke 24:13-16, 28-35)

Now that very day, two of the disciples were going to a
village seven miles from Jerusalem called Emmaus, and they were
conversing about all the things that had occurred. And it
happened that while they were conversing and debating, Jesus
himself drew near and walked with them, but their eyes were
prevented from recognizing him.

As they approached the village to which they were going,
he gave the impression that he was going on farther. But they
urged him, “Stay with us, for it is nearly evening and the day is
almost over.” So he went in to stay with them.

And it happened that, while he was with them at the
table, he took bread, said the blessing, broke it, and gave it to
them. With that their eyes were opened and they recognized
him, but he vanished from their sight. Then they said to each
other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while he spoke to
us on the way and opened the scriptures to us?” So they set out
at once and returned to Jerusalem where they found fathered
together the eleven and those with them who were saying, “The
Lord has truly been raised and has appeared to Simon!” Then the
two recounted what had taken place on the way and how he was
made known to them in the breaking of the bread.

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OIldT-8) A reading from the Book of Isaiah
(Isaiah 25:6A, 7-9)

On this mountain the Lord of hosts will provide for all
peoples. On his mountain he will destroy the veil that veils all
peoples, the web that is woven over all nations; he will destroy
death forever. The Lord God will wipe away the tears from all faces;
the reproach of his people will remove from the whole earth; for the
Lord has spoken. On that day it will be said: “Behold our God, to
whom we looked to save us! This is the Lord for whom we looked;
let us rejoice and be glad that he has saved us!”

OldT-9) Areading from the Book of Isaiah
(Isaiah 35:3-6, 10)

Give strength to hands that are tired and to knees that
tremble with weakness. Tell everyone who is discouraged:
“Be strong, don’t be afraid. God is coming to your rescue.”

The blind will be able to see, and the deaf will hear. The lame
will leap and dance, and those who cannot speak will shout for joy.
They will reach Jerusalem with gladness, singing and shouting for
joy.

They will be happy forever, forever free from sorrow, forever
free from grief.

OIldT-10) A reading from the Book of Isaiah
(Isaiah 49:8, 13-16)

Thus says the Lord: “In a time of favor | answered you, on the
day of salvation | help you.” Sing out, O heavens, and rejoice, O
earth! Break forth into song, you mountains. For the Lord comforts
his people and shows mercy to his afflicted.

But Zion said, “The Lord has forsaken me. The Lord has
forgotten me.”

The thought of my homeless poverty is wormwood and
gall; remembering it over and over leaves my soul downcast within
me. But | will call this to mind, as my reason to have hope: The
favors of the Lord are not exhausted his mercies are not spent; they
are renewed each morning, so great is his faithfulness. My portion is
the Lord says my soul; therefore will | hope in him. Good is the Lord
to one who waits for him, to the soul who seeks him; it is good to
hope in silence for the saving help of the Lord.

Second Readings

(From the New Testament)

NewT-1A) A reading from the Book of Acts
(Acts 10:34-43)

Peter proceeded to address the people in these words:
“In truth, | see that God shows no partiality. Rather, in every nation
whoever fears him and acts uprightly is acceptable to him. You know
the word that he sent to the Israelites as he proclaimed peace
through Jesus Christ, who is Lord of all, what has happened all over
Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John preached,
how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the holy Spirit and power.
He went about doing good and healing those oppressed by the devil,
for God was with him. We are witnesses of all that he did both in the
country of the Jews and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by
hanging him on a tree. This man God raised on the third day and
granted that he be visible, not to all the people, but to us, the wit-
nesses chosen by God in advance, who ate and drank with him after
he rose from the dead.
